
ANNIE’S LANE ADELAIDE SHIRAZ

In winemaking’s early days, the local community would come 
together to help each other in busy times of the season. Local legend 
Annie Wayman in her horse drawn cart, would deliver lunch and hot 
drinks to pruners in the vineyard before following the lane back to her 
cottage nestled amongst the vines.

Adelaide Shiraz, by Annie’s Lane, displays rich aromas of cassis and 
blackberry with subtle spicy notes. The palate is smooth and plush with 
rich plum and dark berry characters, with long, silky, and elegant with
fine tannin structure.

Grape Variety
Shiraz

Maturation
Partially matured with oak to enhance complexity while retaining 
the fresh fruit flavours.

Cellaring
Enjoy the bright fruit flavours in its youth or cellar for 1 to 2 years.

Suggested Food
Wood fired chorizo and tomato pizza, or beef short ribs with sticky 
barbecue sauce.

Colour
Vibrant red with deep purple hues

Nose
Cassis, blackberry, violets, and lifted spice with subtle notes of chocolate 
and lightly smoky oak

Palate
Medium- to full-bodied with rich plum, black olive, dried spice, and 
dark berry depth. Oak adds gentle warmth and complexity.
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
